Preparing for A Level Chemistry
A Level Chemistry is a very challenging course. Please give yourself the best chance for a positive start by using the resources below (or your GCSE notes!) to improve your understanding ready for September.
The key areas to focus on are:
· Structure and bonding – you need a good understanding of the structure and properties of ionic, covalent and metallic bonding.

· Calculations – you should understand the concept of a mole, and be able to use formulae to calculate reacting masses, concentrations and empirical formulae.

· Writing equations – you should be able to use the periodic table to write formulae for elements and compounds – this means you must learn the formulae of important complex ions (you will not be given these at A Level) e.g. the hydroxide ion, sulfate ion, nitrate ion, phosphate ion, carbonate ion, ammonium ion
