Spanish is the second most spoken language in the world, being used in most of Central and South America and in many parts of Asia, as well as in Spain. If you want a language that will open up whole continents to you, Spanish is your best bet. 

GCSE students will develop their understanding of the Spanish language through the study of its grammar and through the four language skills of listening, reading, writing and speaking. 

Throughout the course, students are intended to use Spanish as a genuine tool for communication both in and outside the classroom. Consequently, they will be provided with the opportunity to visit Spain in order to put their learning into practice. Year 11 Spanish students, in partnership with Stratford Girls’ Grammar School, have the opportunity to take part in a week long exchange with a secondary school in Seville.

Translation from Spanish into English (a minimum of 50 words at Higher Tier)

10-12 minutes + preparation time
