1. WHO, WHAT, WHEN questions

Take out the ‘who’, ‘what’ or ‘when’ part of the question, and fill in the correct answer in the gap.

For example:-

Question: Who won the Battle of Hastings?

Answer: William won the Battle of Hastings

Or: The Battle of Hastings was won by William
2. WHY questions

Take out the ‘why’ part of the question. Then start the answer with the rest of the question and put the information after the word because

For example:-

Question: Why did William want to be king?

Answer: William wanted to be king because…
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
