◊	Begin to understand why things changed and what happened because of the changes

To get a Level Seven you must:
◊	Make links between your factual knowledge and understanding of Britain and the wider world
◊	Work independently to evaluate sources critically and form appropriate conclusions
◊	Explain how and why historians have different opinions of the same event/period
◊	Select and use relevant information to produce well structured work
◊	Analyse (study closely) features of periods of time and societies
◊	Analyse the causes and consequences of change



To get a Level Six you must:
◊	Use the facts you know about Britain and the wider world to describe past societies 
◊	Make links between different periods of history
◊	Investigate and explain the reasons for, and results of, change
◊	Begin to analyse (study closely) why historians interpret events differently
◊	Show you can evaluate sources to reach a conclusion
◊	Select relevant information to produce structured (well organised) work

To get a Level Five you must:
◊	Show a good factual knowledge and understanding of Britain and the wider world
◊	Be able to describe past periods and societies and make links between them
◊	Describe, knowledgably, the causes and consequences of changes
◊	See that historians may see the same event in different ways
◊	Begin to evaluate sources (historical information) by yourself
◊	Select relevant information and organise your work well

To get a Level Eight you must:
◊	Use your factual knowledge of Britain and the wider world to analyse relationships between events, people and changes
◊	Use a wider historical awareness to expain causes and consequences of change
◊	Analyse and evaluate historical interpretations
◊	Use sources critically and reach substantial conclusions on your own
◊	Select and use relevant information to produce structured and well planned work


To get a Level Four you must: 
◊	Have some factual knowledge and understanding of Britain and the wider world
◊	Be able to describe what past societies and people were like
◊	Know some reasons for things changing and begin to understand the results of change
◊	Be able to combine information from different sources
◊	Produce work that is well structured (organised sensibly) and uses key dates and 	historical terms

Like Shakespeare’s doomed lovers, you will learn how Becket and Henry II found themselves in a web of conflicting loyalties, a Gordian knot only the martyrdom of Becket would break.

You will learn how society felt about the plague, stories of courage and heroism in the face of adversity in the village of Eyam, and also how some changes made by the Black Death were positive in the long run.
