Year 7 Religion: Heaven and Hell

DOOM PAINTINGS
Medieval men and women believed that Heaven and Hell existed – literally! You belonged to a ‘Great Chain of Being’, where everyone had their place and all sins would be judged on your performance on earth. Christians believed that you would go to either Heaven, if you had led a virtuous life, or Hell, if your sins outweighed your good deeds.
Churches reinforced these teachings by covering their walls in pictures of Heaven and Hell, and these ‘Doom Paintings’ painted a picture of the two possible fates.

Your task:

Your task is to draw a Doom Painting on the A4 sheet provided. You need to draw a horizontal line halfway across the sheet. On the top you will need to draw Heaven, on the bottom you will need to draw Hell. 

You will also need to add a ladder between the two, and on that ladder you need to put the word PURGATORY. Purgatory was the ‘waiting room’ for Heaven, where if you had a chance to work off your sins, you could leave Hell and attain Heaven. This could take many earthly lifetimes!
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
