You’ve demonstrated a good understanding of how to structure your answer and given a lot of examples to help support your answer. You must be careful however to include sufficient detail to support your points. There are times where your writing becomes a little narrative (telling a story about the Battle of Hastings), which isn’t closely examining the question. While you are already assessing the content to a high standard you are not quite writing analytically enough to reach the A1. To guarantee yourself an A1, you must expand on the analysis of your question though suggesting throughout your writing the relative importance of the different factors (which was most important, least important in helping William to succeed in the Battle of Hastings).
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You’ve included some important points about the tactical differences between Harold’s and William’s forces but I felt the ending of your essay was rushed and therefore not fully explained. You did not for instance make explicit reference to the Battle of Stamford Bridge and its impact on Harold’s troops. I would like you to also take note of the grammatical errors in your writing, particularly your tendency to begin sentences with inappropriate connectives (like and). However you did demonstrate some understanding of why William won the battle and came to a sensible informed conclusion
