Your writing was communicated very well and you have given excellent detail on the lead up to and the Battle of Hastings. The main issue is under timed circumstances you do not have as much time to ‘tell the story’ and it is necessary to immediately start analysing the question, or else you run out of time. Though the level of detail was reminiscent of an A1, there were not enough structured paragraphs concentrating exactly on why William won to be awarded an A1. Ensure that you do not slip into narrative and remain focused on answering the question asked, using all that excellent detail to back up your points and assess how important different factors were in leading to William’s success.
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You’ve indicated a good understanding of the events of the Battle of Hastings. However, this reads more like a narrative of the events, instead of an evaluation of the question. Your essay reads slightly more like a story of the Battle of Hastings instead of an examination of the different factors for why William won the battle. You do include some important points like William’s advancing tactics, but you did not consider the impact of the Battle of Stamford Bridge and clearly explain Harold’s weakness. Make sure you give your factors throughout and use your understanding to support you explanation of the question instead of leaving it all to the end!
