ABOUT HOW TEXT CAN APPEAR IN/INFLUENCE ART) AND RELEVANT 
IMAGES. YOU COULD USE HAND CUT COLLAGE OR DO IT ALL 
DIGITALLY AND STICK IT IN.

• ON THE NEXT SLIDE IS AN EXCELLENT EXAMPLE OF A MOOD 
BOARD (HOWEVER IT IS FOR A DIFFERENT PROJECT, SO JUST USE IT 
AS A GUIDE FOR THE TYPE OF PRESENTATION I AM EXPECTING).

• THE TITLE OF THE PROJECT ‘ART & TEXT’

• IDEAS OF HOW TEXT IS USED IN ART.
