Dear Parents

Re: Duke of Edinburgh’s Bronze Award
I am writing to you to tell you about the opportunity for your son to take part in the Duke of Edinburgh’s Bronze Award. This exciting scheme allows students to develop a number of skills, build confidence, develop initiative and gain a valuable qualification recognised by universities and employers. The students will have an assembly on Tuesday to give them some more information.
In order to gain the award, students have to complete 4 sections: volunteering; skill and physical will be completed in his own time for an average of one hour a week for 3 or 6 months. Alongside those sections are the expeditions. Progress will be tracked using the online tools provided by DofE and more information about the different sections may be found at www.dofe.org. 
These are the provisional dates for the two expeditions at Bronze level:

Practice Expedition in the Banbury Area: Saturday 30th April – Sunday 1st May 2022

Qualifying Expedition in the Broadway Area: Thursday 9th June – Friday 10th June 2022 
Undertaking DofE is a substantial commitment and students should be prepared to put in the work and effort required to succeed and complete all of the required sections before the end of June 2022. Attendance and active participation in all relevant training sessions is compulsory and students will not be able to take part in the qualifying expedition unless they have satisfactorily completed all training requirements. A training schedule will be provided in September.

The cost for the Bronze award this year is £170. In order to secure your place, you will need to pay a deposit of £20 via ParentPay before 12th July. This is to enable us to enrol your son onto eDofE so that he can start working towards his award over the summer holidays. The remaining £150 will be due by the 4th October. This additional payment covers all expedition costs, maps, travel, campsite fees, insurance and fuel. Students will also need to provide some of their own kit for the expedition (eg compass, sleeping bag, waterproofs, rucksack, walking shoes etc). 

In addition, I ask that you provide your son with support and time to help him complete the first three sections of the award as these are undertaken and assessed outside of school and are organised by the students themselves.
Please note: when you pay using ParentPay, you are also consenting to your son’s taking part in all parts of the training and the expeditions for Bronze DofE. We also expect your son to abide by the school’s Code of Conduct at all times. 
If you would like your son to take part in the Bronze D of E award, please do the following:

· Pay a deposit of £20 on Parentpay (by Monday 12th July please)

· Sign the safeguarding form (below)

· Ask your son to sign the GDPR form (below) and provide the information requested below. This also needs to be returned by 12th July.

Bronze DofE GDPR & Safeguarding

As you will know, your child would like to enrol on the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award Scheme at K.E.S. In order to keep up with current legislation on GDPR and Safeguarding, we require both you and your child to sign the attached reply slip and return this to Mrs Cyphus.

General Data Protection Regulation - information from DofE: 

The Duke of Edinburgh's Award (the DofE) appreciates the importance of keeping personal information private and protected for everyone associated with the Charity. This includes participants doing their DofE, the adults helping them, DofE employees and those who support the Charity.

You can be assured that we do our best to ensure that your personal information is secure so that your confidentiality is maintained. All of our data is held in accordance with ISO27001 (and independently audited by BSI ref. IS 566019), an Information Security standard to which the DofE is certified and audited against.  As you would expect we adhere to the provisions of the Data Protection Act 1998 and the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) that came into force on 25 May 2018, which gives you control over the information we store about you, and how we contact you in the future.

Please note: Data will be kept on eDofE for 50 years from the date of enrolment, however a participant has the ‘right to be forgotten’ at any time, in order for their data to be deleted they will need to contact eDofE directly.

Safeguarding:

Given the scope and breadth of DofE programmes participants may undertake activities that are not directly managed or organised by a DofE group, centre or Licenced Organisation – for example in their skill, physical or volunteering sections. In such cases parents and guardians of those under 18 are responsible for ensuring that the activity is safe and properly managed.

Code of Conduct for Offsite Visits and Residential Trips

School trips are valued by staff and students alike. They provide excellent opportunities for learning beyond the classroom and allow students and staff to have cultural experiences that will enhance their lives. We have a Code of Conduct for School trips because we want all students to be safe and make the most of their experiences away from the school.

All school trips will be led by experienced teaching staff and organised with the full knowledge and support of the EVC, Headmaster and the Governors. The appropriate number of experienced adults will accompany the trip and all activities will be risk assessed in line with National Guidance.

Normal School rules apply for the duration of the trip except as amended below. These will be interpreted sensibly in the light of the particular activity and local conditions. In particular the School’s total ban on smoking and the misuse of drugs will be strongly applied at all times. Behaviour must always reflect the high standards expected at the School, where everyone shows respect for individuals and concern for the welfare of others.   

We require both students and parents/carers to sign the Code of Conduct to show their acceptance and support for this Code of Conduct prior to participating in a trip away. 

Students agree to:

· Treat everyone with respect and tolerance. 

· Show respect to staff and respond appropriately to staff instructions.

· Behave appropriately at all times in a way that brings credit to themselves and the School. 

· Ensure their appearance and standards of dress are appropriate to the activity and occasion. Specific guidelines on clothing and the standard of dress required for a particular trip will be issued by the organiser if necessary.

· Take reasonable precautions to ensure their own personal safety at all times

· Students may only leave the School party unsupervised when they have been given permission to do so by a member of staff.
· They are expected to remain in groups as agreed by the party leader at all times.
· Be sensitive to the needs and feelings of others within the party and be supportive and encouraging to others where appropriate.

· Be respectful, courteous and polite and observe the laws, rules and traditions of foreign countries at all times.

In particular, on a residential trip students should

· Show consideration for other guests and observe the rules laid down by their host when staying in shared accommodation, including hotels, hostels and with host families.

· Show respect for an individual’s personal space, personal possessions and belongings

· Only enter their own bedroom, keeping out of any other rooms or dormitories

· Maintain high behavioural standards during sleeping times

· Respect the rules of the accommodation provider and be aware of how to keep themselves safe on site

· Know where staff members are located in case of emergency and immediately make staff aware of any accidents or emergencies

· Be appropriately dressed at all times, in particular for an outdoor activity or in response to adverse weather conditions

· Only use recording devices in line with the School policy.  Devices should not be used in bedrooms, dormitories, changing and toileting areas.

· Report any concerns regarding inappropriate behaviour whilst on the visit to the party leader or another member of staff

Students under the age of 16 are not allowed to drink alcohol.  The School recognises that there may be instances where students in the Sixth Form might appropriately be offered alcohol; for example, during a reception or other formal event. In these cases the consumption of alcohol (wine and beer only) will be supervised by staff.  Although wine or beer may be consumed under these circumstances, the privilege may be withdrawn at any time. Unsupervised consumption of alcohol is strictly forbidden, as is the purchase of any alcohol by students of any age.

There are consequences and sanctions for students who fail to adhere to the Code of Conduct and the normal rules of acceptable behaviour. In line with the Behaviour Policy these aim to be fair and just and may take place either during the trip and/or back at school. 

In certain instances of very poor behaviour, the party leader reserves the right to request that parents/carers collect their son/daughter from the venue, or indeed to send them home (if parents/carers are unable to provide transport). The cost of this transport in all cases, no matter where the venue may be, will be met by the parents. There is no appeal against this decision.
