	Soviet Revisionist view
	Very little to do with the Bolsheviks but does show the increasing political awareness of Russian masses stemming from famines of 1891-3 and policies of Vyshnegradskii and Witte.   Failed due to lack of coordination of opposition groups and strength of tsarist forces.

	Spontaneous revolution but uncoordinated and spread over two years. Failed due to tsarist retention of coercive forces. 
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
