	Internal passports and residence permits controlled the movement of the population


	

	No freedom of speech, press or of political parties (part from 1906 –14)

	Russia tried to export its traditions to other parts of the Russian Empire and to become a dominant power in Europe
	

	Without a strong middle class, economic change was led from above with foreign investment and the peasantry squeezed
