The evangelical establishment were determined to join the religious revolution in the rest of Europe: to destroy the old conservative and Catholic world of devotion in the English Church, which was now severed from its link with European Catholicism. Edward’s leading political advisers were ready to implement an alternative programme for making religion more radical. They could not have failed to notice that a programme of religious change also gave the possibility of diverting some of the Church’s huge wealth to their own pockets.
