Extract 3

At the parish level English Catholicism recovered under Mary – not everywhere and in all respects, since the past could not be entirely undone, but on the whole. The Church showed signs of health which had not been seen since the 1520s, and promise for the future. In clerical recruitment, for example, twenty-five years of decline were reversed, though career prospects had not improved very much. Under Edward VI ordinations had almost ceased; in Mary’s reign they boomed. Again, after two decades in which the printing press had been used to undermine traditional religion, there were numerous books of Catholic teaching and devotion. The Marian Church was the Church of the 1520s writ later: a vigorous pastoral episcopate; high levels of clerical recruitment; best-selling works of personal edification and piety; active investment in parish religion – and a troublesome cardinal, distrust of clerical authority and a heresy problem.
