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Specific questions may mean some details are left out as they are not specifically asked about.

Cl requires more thorough thought e.g. in wrong order or from someone else’s perspective, so
more detail is recalled

Cl uses auditory, visual, haptic (touch), semantic (meaning), olfactory (smell) and taste = more
detail

If used inaccurately or by untrained interviewers, the Cl can produce noticeable number of
errors.

Police officers often encounter difficulties using Cl, sometimes failing to follow the correct
procedures.

Using Cl can be time consuming, both in terms of interviewer training and the interviewitself.

Overallthe CI has proven a valuable means on enhancing EWT and continues to be endorsed by
police forces, academies and forensic practitioners.

Geijselman et al (1985) found the cognitive interview elicited more information than other
interviewtechniques.

Kohnken et al found a 34% increase in correctrecall when compared to standard interviewing
techniques.

Fisher et al (1990) have proved that the Cl increasesthe amount of info recalled in real police
settings. However witnesses also recalled more incorrectinformation.
