VERTICAL ZONING PIE CHARTS

Pie charts can be used to represent the proportion of different uses on each floor of buildings. Using this method you will be able to deduce whether vertical zoning takes place within the CBD.

1. Using the data you collected along your chosen transects calculate the percentage of each use on each floor.

2. Represent these percentages by drawing a pie chart for each floor. Draw the pie charts above one another with the pie chart for the ground floor at the bottom.

3. Ensure that your pie charts have a title and key.
Remember to include a title on all graphs


Remember to include % and name of land use in your key.
