PROPORTIONAL SYMBOLS MAP OF TRAFFIC COUNTS.

Proportional symbols are drawn to visually represent collected data on a map. They will show us whether roads that lead in and out of Maidstone’s CBD are busier than roads that do not.

1. Using a Maidstone CBD Base Map, draw two arrows to show the direction of traffic that you recorded at each sample point. The width of the arrow should relate to the number of vehicles counted per minute.
