ISOLINE MAP OF PEDESTRIANS

From the isoline map you will visually be able to see whether the number of pedestrians decreases away from the centre of the CBD (PLVI). 

1. Plot the number of pedestrians per minute at each location on the base map.

2. On a separate piece of paper list your pedestrian count data in rank order (see below).

3. Divide your data into three categories each containing approximately the same number of counts (see below).

4. Determine the value of your isolines (the example above shows isolines of 20 and 60).

5. Draw the isolines onto your map. Ensure that the line passes between two sample points at the appropriate distance from each. Your isolines must not cross each other. (see the example below)

6. Draw a final isoline which encompasses your highest pedestrian count.

7. Draw a key onto your map and using three colours which show progression (eg yellow, orange and red) neatly colour your map and key.
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Remember to put a title and a key on your isoline map.
